Remarks 
President George Potter introduced and congratulated the new Director of the GPSTC, Mr. Dale Mann.  Director 
Dale Mann made remarks regarding the future of the GPSTC.  Other remarks were made by Colonel George Ellis 
regarding some promotions within the GA State Patrol.  Additionally, Chairman M. “Buddy” Nix made comments 
regarding parole. 
 
Executive Director’s Report 
¾ Request for Life Membership (Jimmy Carter)- Executive Director Frank V. Rotondo indicated that 

Retired Chief Jimmy Carter appears to be qualified for life membership. A motion was made by Chief 
Dwayne Orrick to approve Jimmy Carter for GACP life membership; seconded by Director Bryan 
Golden.  The motion passed unanimously. 

¾ Executive Director Frank V. Rotondo requested that a board member make a motion regarding the 
transfer of $1,000.00 from the President’s line item to a line item to be used specifically for the Military 
Affairs Committee.  This requested transfer of funds was made on behalf of President George Potter.  A 
motion was made by Chief Kenny Smith to transfer $1,000.00 from the President’s line item to a 
newly created line item to be used specifically for the Military Affairs Committee; seconded by 
Chief Hubert Smith.  The motion passed unanimously. 

¾ On the Agenda, was an item entitled transfer funds for CELEA.  Executive Director Frank V. Rotondo 
requested that this line item be tabled until further information was available.  However, Executive 
Director Rotondo asked State Certification Director Richard Darby to address the board regarding three 
options that CELEA indicated would be available to GACP in which would preclude a civil action for a 
copyright infringement. 

¾ State Certification Fee Structure- GACP State Certification Director Richard Darby provided a 
certification fee structure to the GACP Executive Board.  Chief Hubert Smith made a motion to accept 
the proposal as presented.  No second to the motion was made; therefore, the motion is dead.  Chief 



Johnny Roberts made a motion to table this matter until the October board meeting, in order to 
give the Certification Committee time to prepare their report; seconded by Director Bryan Golden.  
The motion passed unanimously.  After a lengthy discussion, President George Potter requested that the 
Chairman of the State Certification Committee, Chief Jimmy Smith, to work with State Certification 
Director Richard Darby in order to re-address the structuring of state certification fees.
