Presentation of Previous Minutes
=  Motion made by Chief Deputy Malone; seconded by Chief Dekmar to accept the minutes as presented.
The motion passed unanimously.

Executive Director’s Report

= Presentation of Police Museum- Executive Director Rotondo gave the resolution to President Kenny Smith for his
signature. Resolution signed.

= Consideration of a Police Pursuit Resolution and attached policy- a motion was made by Chief Dekmar; seconded
by Chief Hubert Smith to accept a resolution endorsing limiting police pursuits as per a model policy designed by
the IACP and established in October 1996. The motion passed unanimously. The aforementioned resolution had
been prepared in advance by GACP’s Resolution Committee Chairman, Chief Frank Hooper. President Kenny Smith
signed the resolution.

= Life Membership- motion made by Chief Dekmar; seconded by Chief Deputy Malone to grant life membership to
retired police chief Kirby Patterson of Chatsworth Police Dept. The motion passed unanimously.

= Executive Director Rotondo gave the floor to Gen. Counsel Mike Caldwell to discuss GACP possibly acquiring bonds to
fund their building project. General Counsel Caldwell made a presentation regarding bond funding. Upon completion, a
motion was made by Chief Deputy Malone; seconded by Chief Dekmar to approve spending up to $65,000.00 in
pursuit of acquiring bonds. The motion passed unanimously.

= Agenda item regarding the State Certification program-The overview presentation by Director Richard Darby was
postponed at the request of GACP President Kenny Smith. President Kenny Smith indicated that he put together an Ad-
Hoc Committee to look at the State Certification program and make some general suggesting regarding improving the
program. The committee Chief’s appointed were: Connie Sampson, Frank Hooper & Wayne Bolden. Director Richard
Darby was asked several questions pertaining to the State Certification program.




President’s Report

President Kenny Smith gave a brief overview of a newly established 911 Task Force.

Membership Drive- As one of President Kenny Smith’s goals, standards were set for a general membership drive in
hopes to increase GACP’s membership. The drive will begin on Sept. 1* and last until December 31* offering new
members free membership for the remaining calendar year of 2002. Incentives and rules were established and will be
distributed by GACP via email.

Command College Committee- President Kenny Smith spoke briefly about the Command College Committee meeting
that took place during the summer conference, which helped to establish the criteria for Active members to receive a
Foundation Capitol Scholarship. After a general discussion regarding the committee’s recommendations, it was
determined that several modifications were needed. President Kenny Smith will have the Command College Committee
Chairman (Chief Dwayne Hobbs) appear at the next board meeting to further discuss these issues with the board.
Regional Academies/Reimbursement info- President Kenny Smith informed the board that he received a copy of a letter
from Chief Chadwick to the Georgia Department of Public Safety regarding Regional Academies and the state’s
reimbursement procedure to departments when they send a student to a Regional Academy. President Smith advised the
board that after discussions with Dale Mann at GPSTC he was told that with proper justification recruits could be
reimbursed for basic mandate training outside of their region, based ob approval from his office.

President Smith requested that Executive Director Rotondo send GACP’s Training Committee Chairman, Chief Mike
Boyd, a copy of a letter in which he received from Chief Deputy Wayne Bolden regarding GACP training and the
signing of C-12 forms. Executive Director Rotondo indicated that he would send a copy of the letter to Chief Boyd.
Letter to Senator Cleland regarding Military Deployment- President Kenny Smith distributed a letter prepared by
Executive Director Rotondo to Senator Cleland regarding military deployment & GACP’s concerns.

Future board meeting schedules discussed- The general policy was established that if a board member travels more
than two (2) hours or 150 miles from his place of employment, GACP will pay for the members lodging to attend an
Executive Board Meeting. Lodging will be granted at a reasonable governmental rate.

Discussion on Constitution & By-Laws- General Counsel Caldwell was asked to look into re-wording one particular
section of the by-laws pertaining to; who may hold office as a GACP elective board member.
