� Executive Director Rotondo deferred to Dr. Demmitt of Clayton College & State University (CCSU).  Dr. Demmitt gave 

an overview of a new Criminal Justice program that he is hoping to implement at CCSU.  He requested letters of support 
to be sent to the university. 

� Executive Director Rotondo presented some training information: 
o Winter Conference information will be sent out by the end of this month. 
o Administrative Staff Conference will be conducted in October. 
o New Chiefs School will be conducted in October 
o Chaplain’s Training program held in August was successfully completed. 

� Executive Director Rotondo displayed a copy of a new hand out entitled the “GA Law Enforcement & Open Records 
Act.”  This booklet will be available to law enforcement personnel in the immediate future. 

� Executive Director Rotondo indicated that Chief Lee New secured a $5000.00 check from the Georgia-Pacific Corp. to 
be used for the GACP Building headquarters.

� A report from the Command College Committee Chairman, Dwayne Hobbs- Chief Hobbs (Forest Park PD) will be 

making written changes to his Command College report based upon a discussion between members of the Executive 
Board.  He will re-present his report at the October meeting. 

� Training Committee Report by Chief Mike Boyd- Chief Boyd (Moultrie PD) was charged with evaluating a 
correspondence from Chief Deputy Wayne Bolden (Gwinnett Co. SO).  After a complete evaluation by Chief Boyd, the 
Executive Board agreed that no changes should occur with respect to the GACP training programs, except, the urging of 
all attendees to wear name tags at all GACP training conferences. President Smith asked Executive Director Rotondo to 
contact the Chairman of the Sergeant of Arms Committee, Frank Waits.  Chief Waits (Kingsland PD) will be urged to 
have other committee members monitor training room activities during the course of any training programs.
